AMONG THE HIDDEN by Margaret Peterson Haddix (X SF HADDIX, M.) 12-year 
old Luke has lived his entire life in hiding--a third child forbidden by the Population Police. When he 
meets Jen, another third child, will he risk everything to come out of the shadows? 

DELIRIUM by Lauren Oliver (FIC (YA) OLIVER, L.)  Lena looks forward to receiving the government-
mandated cure that prevents the delirium of love and leads to a predictable and happy life, until shortly 
before her 18th birthday and her treatment, when she falls in love. 

ENDER’S GAME by Orson Scott Card (FIC (YA) CARD, O.) The government forces Ender Wiggin, a 
six-year old prodigy, to undergo strategic combat training at the Battle School with other children in   
order to fight a war the adults can’t seem to win. 

EPIC by Conor Kostick (FIC (YA) KOSTICK, C.) On New Earth, society is governed and conflicts are 
resolved in the arena of Epic, a fantasy computer game. When teenage Erik dares to subvert the rules of 
the game, he and his friends must face the consequences. 

FAHRENHEIT 451 by Ray Bradbury (FIC BRADBURY, R.) A society in which reading books is       
forbidden—and enforcer Guy Montag starts to wonder why after a curious meeting with his new neighbor, 
Clarisse. 

FEED by M.T. Anderson (FIC (YA) ANDERSON, M.) In a future where most people have computer 
implants in their heads to control their environment, Titus meets an unusual girl who is in serious     
trouble. 

GRACELING by Kristin Cashore (FIC (YA) CASHORE, K.) Some people are born with a Grace—a  
special ability.  Katsa’s Grace is killing… and she must team up with another young fighter to save their 
land from a corrupt king who would exploit her talent.  

HEIR APPARENT by Vivian Vande Velde (X SF VANDE VELDE, V.) When a virtual reality arcade is 
vandalized by protestors, 14-year old Giannine, unable to be safely disconnected, is stuck playing the 
part of heir to a threatened kingdom as if her life depends on it—and it does. 

LEGEND by Marie Lu (FIC (YA) LU, M.) In Los Angeles of the future, when North America has been 
split into two warring nations, teenagers Day, a famous criminal, and June, the brilliant soldier hired to 
capture him, discover that they have a common enemy. 

LITTLE BROTHER by Cory Doctorow (FIC (YA) DOCTOROW, C.) 17-year old Marcus’ world changes 
when he and his hacker friends experience a major terrorist attack on San Francisco.  Following intensive 
interrogation by the government, he vows to use his computer skills to fight back against an increasingly 
frightening system of surveillance.  

THE MAZE RUNNER by James Dashner (FIC (YA) DASHNER, J.) 16-year old Thomas wakes up with 
no memory in the middle of a maze and must work with the other boys he finds in there in order to    
escape. 

UGLIES by Scott Westerfed (FIC (YA) WESTERFELD, S.) In Tally Youngblood’s world, everyone gets 
an operation to become pretty at age 16.  What could possibly be wrong in a society like that?
